b. James Beckwourth was a mountain man who helped open trails through the Rockies            into Oregon and California.

c. The Oregon Trail was the route that most pioneers traveled on to reach the West.

2.a. Mountain man: adventurous men who hiked through Oregon’s vast forests, trapping animals and living off the land.

   b. Rugged individualists: people who follow their own independent course in life (aka hippies).

   c. Rendezvous: a French word meaning “get together”.

3.Trappers and settlers were attracted to Oregon Country because of fertile farmlands and forests filled with wildlife.

4. Mountain men contributed to the settlement of the Far West mainly by trading furs.
