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1.a. Stephen Austin first colonized Texas.

   b. Antonio Lopez de Santa became the dictator of Mexico in 1835.

   c. Tejanos were people of Mexican descent born in Texas who helped the US in the fight against Santa Anna.

   d. Sam Houston led Texan forces to victory at the Battle of San Jacinto.

   e. The Alamo was the sight of a major battle between Texan forces and Santa Anna’s army.

   f. William B. Travis commanded the Texans at the Alamo.

   g. The Battle of San Jacinto resulted in Texas’ independence.

   h. The Lone Star Republic was Texas’ nickname.

2.a. Dictator: a ruler with absolute power and authority.

3. Two causes for the conflict between American settlers and Mexico would be Mexico’s presence in Texas and Santa Anna’s rise to power.
